Rules:
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Half court play; three players on the court at a time with a maximum of four players per roster.
MUST have 3 people to start the game.

Game Length: Game up to 15 points or 20-minute time limit.

Three point shot is in affect. Two points awarded for behind the arc, all other points are awarded
one point.

Alternate possession for all jump balls.

If possible, all grades will have their own bracket. (This will be determined by the number of
entries in each grade — may have to combine if necessary).

Time Outs: One per team per game — 30 seconds in length.

Players may substitute after a basket or any stoppage of the play.

Coin flip will decide who receives the ball at the start of each game.

Possession will change after each basket.

On defensive rebounds (including air balls) and steals, the ball must be passed or dribbled beyond
the arc. The ball does not need to be given to a different player. As long as the ball goes beyond
the arc, there are no limitations on who can shoot it.

. The offensive team must “pass the ball in” before a shot is attempted.

Out-Of-Bounds. If the ball goes out-of-bounds the offensive team must check the ball with the
defensive team at the top of the key.

Shooting fouls are awarded one free-throw. Behind the arc shooting fouls: 2 free-throws.

Good sportsmanship is a must. All decisions are final by the referees.

In the event of a tie game after the 20 minute time limit, there will be sudden death. (first team to
score a basket). A coin toss will determine which team receives the ball.

In the event of a bracket tie the winning team will be decided by a team free-throw shoot off.
(each team player will shoot 1 free throw — team making the most wins).

Awards given to winning team in each bracket.

Games will begin at 8:30 am Saturday morning. All teams will be notified
of their game times by Thursday, July 15™.
